Name of Scholarship:  Van ISD Education Foundation Scholarship

Donor:  Van Education Foundation

Year Established:  2005
Applicant Pool: Any graduating senior from Van High School who has attended Van High School for at least two years and meets all state and local graduation requirements.  

General Overview:  This scholarship may be awarded to any student who is enrolling in post-high school education, whether the field of study is college, vocational, or technical.  He or she should demonstrate financial need and have the ability to complete the proposed course of study.    

Number Awarded Yearly:  This number may vary yearly based on the total funds available, divided by $1000.  (If $5000 is available for the year, five awards will be granted at the present rate of $1000 each.)

Amount awarded:   One time $1000 grant per recipient

Selection Process Used:  The required applications will be returned to the Van ISD Education Foundation office in the Van Administration building by 2:00 p.m. on or before April 23.  The Van ISD Education Foundation Scholarship Selection Committee will choose the recipient(s).

How Is the Program Funded?  The Van ISD Education Foundation will determine the number of scholarships at $1000 per recipient at the February foundation board meeting. The deadline will be the same for all foundation scholarships.  

Payment to Recipient:  Announcement of this (these) award(s) will be made at the Van High School Graduation.  Payment will be made to each individual student after proof of enrollment is sent to the foundation, along with a copy of the recipient’s thank you note to the donor.

Other Special Considerations:  This scholarship program requires an average academic grade of at least 75.  The applicant should be a responsible student who exhibits good citizenship and reflects the goals of the foundation.  The application essay should include a statement pertaining to how the applicant feels that receiving this scholarship would help him or her be successful in life.

□
Applicants must be a current year Van High School graduate who has attended Van High School for at least two years and meets all state and local graduation requirements.

□
Complete the application.  Pages of the application may be computer generated with a minimum type size 10, but must contain all information requested and follow the same layout form.  All documentation is to be submitted one-sided on 8 ½ x 11 paper.  A single staple should be used in the upper left hand corner to staple ALL pages in the application.

□
 Attach a current wallet size photo which may be used for promotional purposes and will not be returned.  

□
Applicants must have a final high school grade average of at least 75 at the end of the fourth six weeks of their graduating year.  

□
Type an essay explaining need for scholarship assistance. Include specific information as required. Suggestions are included on the application.  Note: Most of the time, scholarships will be awarded solely by the content of the essay without an interview.  When writing an essay, be sure to include all personal and financial situations to be considered.  

□
If requested, the applicant must attend a personal interview.  Missing a scheduled interview without rescheduling ahead of time will cause the applicant to become ineligible for the scholarship.

□   Incomplete or late applications will not be considered, returned, or acknowledged.   No recipient will be notified prior to the time of the award presentation.  

All applications and required attachments must be received at the Van ISD Education Foundation Office in the Van ISD Administration Building by 2:00 p.m., Friday, April 23.
